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JUSTIFICATION OF BANKING SECTOR REFORM IN INDIA

Introduction:

The Indian financial system has conquered praiseworthy stature in promoting financial intermediation in the
economy, accelerating the pace of growth of financial savings, extending credit support to vital sector; agriculture,
industry of the economy, providing liquidity and payment services to the real sector ofthe economy, catering
credit requirement of all sections ofthe economy: household, industry, govt., weaker section ofthe society
and so on. In the Indian financial system, banking sector occupies a unique position. It has played a vital role
as growth facilitators and achieved commendable heights in the national economy. The banking sector has
shown remarkable responsiveness to the needs of a planned economy. It has brought about a considerable

progress in its efforts at deposit mobilization and has taken a number of measures in the recent past for

accelerating the growthrate of deposit. A recourse to this, the commercial banks have opened a number of
branches in urban, semi-urban and rural areas and have introduced a number of attractive schemes and free

services to the customer to attract more deposits.

In the present reform regime, banking sector has been characterized as inefficient sector with low
profitability, extra-ordinary low average return on assets compared to international standard, low capitalization,
low ratio of capital and reserve to total assets, gradual decline in the ratio of spread to total assets, inadequate
capital base to cover credit risk, unhealthy bottom lines, lack of transparency in balance sheet/profit and loss
statements and so on. The actual picture of financial heaith was even worse as the indicators are based on
accounting concept of profit constructed by an alternative set of accounting rule, GAAP and Accounting
Standards not based on “income recognition and provisioning criteria”. Therefore, this sector needs to be
strengthened and consequently financial sector reform in India has emphasized much on reforms ofthe banking
sector.

Commercial Banking During Pre-Reform Period:

Prior to 1969, all banks except State Bank of India (SBI) and its'seven associate banks were privately
owned. However, there was an opinion among policy makers that under the private ownership the rural and
most part of semi-urban areas remained un-served by banks, Further, as India increasingly became planned
economy, they felt that it would be difficult to undertake credit planning for the industries without nationalization
of banks. These considerations sparked off the drive for ‘social control’ of banks by the government of India
(GOI) and under the nationalization Act of 1969. As a result, fourteen privately owned commercial banks
were nationalized. In 1980, Govt. of India acquired the ownership of other six more banks, bringing the total
number of nationalized banks to twenty. The privately owned banks, on the other hand, were allowed to
function side by side with nationalized banks. However, the foreign banks were allowed to continue their
function under the strict regulation. The extend of commercial banking since nationalization is shown in the
following table. The table discerns that there is significant expansion of the banking sector between 1969 and
1991 on the basis of all major development indicators such as number of branches, deposit mobilization,

credit disbursed, per capita deposits, and per capita credit.

From the above table it is clear that the Commercial Banks made a positive progress in different angles in
between 1969-1991. The share of rural branches increased from 22.2 % in June 1969 to 58.5 % in March

1991. This indicates that the banks had performed the duty of expanding banking practice in the rural or
backward regions of the country.

The Need of Financial Sector Reform:

After gaining independence in 1947, India followed the soviet model of planned economic development with
emphasis on heavy industries and self-sufficiency. More over, in 1954 it adopted the goal of socialistic pattern
of society that necessitated curbing attention of economic power ina few hands. Coupled with pessimismon
exports the whole development strategy in India centered on direct intervention of the state interms of providing
direction, controls, regulation and even direct participation in economic activities. The restrictive interventionist
policies meant the existence of a complex structure of permissions, licenses, quotas, rationing and absolute
bans in many spheres including industrial production, infrastructural facilities, raw-materials, credit, foreign
exchange and trade. In short, government policy interventions have distorted the price and quality signals inall
three markets - goods, money and factors. The wave of economic reformin India started in 1985 with internal
liberalization in respect of like selective price decontrol and deregulation of industries, increased exchange
rate adjustments, monetary policy reforms and so on.

The major objectives of these reforms were particularly to attain the productivity with the help of modern
technology. The basic thrust of the new reforms was to assign greater role to the private sector. To provide a
level playing field to the private sector, a number of changes in policy were introduced with regard to the
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industrial licensing, export import policy, foreign direct investment (FDI), rationalization and simplification of
the system of fiscal and administrative regulation. The aforesaid economic reform policy measures had not
produced with desired result rather the country faced a serious balance of payment crisis in the later period.
The country earned high percentage of current account deficit. The foreign exchange reserves had plummeted
to US § 1.2 billion, barley sufficient to pay for two weeks of imports. The fiscal deficit of the country for 1991
accounted 8.5 % of GDP. Industrial production was falling and inflation was rising which touched all time high
to an uncomfortable level of 17 % bymid 1991. The current account deficit constituted 3.5 % of GDP in
1990-91. The country was on the verge of defaulting on its external debts. To overcome from the situation .
particularly to maintain external liquidity, the Govt. transferred abroad a part of country’s gold stocks. This
macro-economic imbalance led the govt. of India to conceive the idea of pursuing economic reforms. In mid
1991, India was forced to seck assistance from the International Monetary Fund and Worid Bank to provide
a huge loan of about $7 billion to bail India out of the crisis. The World Bank and IMF while agreeing to
provide assistance to India, insisted that it must put its economy back on rail.

OnJune 21, 1991 Govt. of India (Gol) initiated new economic reforms which were differed precisely
from the earlier because they recognized the need for a systematic change, larger role for private sector,
greater integration with world economy and liberalization of Govt. control. Though the out line of the economic
reform was not much different from the reform policies undertaken by many developing countries, but the
pace of implementation of such policies was at a slower rate. The economic reforms 1991, adopted a number
of stabilization measures that were designed to restore internal and external confidence. Monetary policy was
tightened through increase in interest rates; consequently the exchange rate of the rupee was adjusted.

As a part of the economic reforms, a number of reforms have been introduced, since 1991, in the
financial sector. The financial sector reforms programme follows the well known path of deregulating capital
markets and banks, interest rates, withdrawing directed credit and subsidies and encouraging stricter income
recognitions norms and integrating the domestic financial market with global financial flows. The objective of
financial sector reforms was to make the financial sector more efficient as well as to put an end to the so c:_illed
‘financial repression’ that had held back the growth of financial savings and their efficient canalization m to
industrial activity.

Constraints Experienced by Commercial Banks:

The banks played a positive role since nationalization in institutionalizing the community Sa"mgs“ They e"ferg.ed
as the purveyor of credit requirement of the small borrowers. An excessive focus has been laid on quan“;aant“’e
achievement and social obligations at the expense of achieving profitability and eﬂ‘iclency. On the other iy }:i,
the reason of expansion of bank branches may be attributed to develop a strong banking base to serve the
economy efficiently and meet the banking needs of various segments of the economy by developing specialized
banks.

As aresult, to achieve the first aforesaid objective there is a need for consolidating the wide spread
banking based which led to high percentage of Non Performing Assets (NPAs), preponderance of le.ss
remunerative populist lending programmes ‘excess staff’ and over extended branch net work and low propensity
for adopting modern technology. These factors impaired the eﬂiciencyf)fbanks in gene.ral, thonfgh there area
few exceptions. The banks were introduced into the banking arena particularly to provide banking fa(.:il.ltles in
certain specialized fields that were not well developed. They brought about an element of competition for
PSBs by extending customer friendly mode of services particularly providing working capital along with long
term funds requirements of business units. Thus they grabbled the cream of remunerative business of older
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banks, and further weakening their profit earning capacity. However, the environment in which banks operated
is characterized by extra ordinary high level of pre-emption of bank resources through statutory liquidity ratio
(SLR) and cashreserve ratio (CRR); insufficient attention to prudential accounting norms and capital adequacy
Excessive recourse to subsidized credit channeled through unduly complex system of administered interest
rates; lax in regulation and supervision of banking operation ; inadequate internal control and rigidities in
personnel policies and management structure; political interference; Inconvenience and non-uniform system
ofloan recovery of banks. As a result, banking system was virtually bankrupt and ill suited to the task of
allocating credit and performing ordinary banking business. Thus stronger doses ofreform measures are

required to improve their health.

Banking Sector Reform in India:

The government of India employed a committee under the chairmanship of M. Narasimham,
Ex-Governor of Reserve Bank of India to address the problems and suggest remedial measures.The
committee had identified the following as the major issues confronting the operation of Indian
banks —

Constant erosion of profitability of banks.

Social Banking had tended to depress the potential income of banks.

Directed investments also affected profitability of the banks adversely.

The phenomenal expansion of branches is un-remunerative.

Accounting practices are not uniform and the true position of banks is not transparent.

e Excess administrative and political interference.

The committee submitted its reports on November 1991. It recommended gradual deregulation
of banking sector and financial sector in general. The recommendations included

e Areduction of statutory liquidity Ratio (SLR) to 25 pc over the next five years with a reduction
in current year itself.

e Reductioninthe CRR to 10 pc, payment of interest on the CRR and use of CRR as an instrument
of monetary policy,

e Gradual phasing out of the directed credit programmes by redefining the priority sector. The
stipulation that 40 pc of all credit should go to the priority sector. Priority sector should be
defined as “small & marginal farmer, tiny sector of industry, small business and transport
operations, village and cottage industry, rural artisans and other weaker section” and should
be fixed at 10 pc of aggregated bank credit.

e Deregulation of interest rates in a phased manner and bringing interest rates on government
borrowing in the line with market determined rates.

e Attainment of Basle norms (BIS) for capital adequacy in a phased manner, 4 pc by March
1993 and full 8 pc by march 1996.

o Tightening the prudential norms. It is necessary for banks to follow a uniform practice of
income recognition, valuation of assets and provisioning against doubtful debt.
Bringing more transparency in the banks balance sheet.
Accelerating the pace of loan recoveries and tackling doubtful debts through establishment
of assets reconstruction fund (ARF) and debt recovery tribunals (DRTs).

¢ Entry of private banks and easing of foreign banks.

¢ Sale of bank equity to public.

e Phase out the development finance Institutions (DFIs) to access to fund.
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¢ Increased competitions in lending between DFI, and a switch from consortium lending to
syndicate lending.
» Easing of regulations on capital markets, combined with entry of foreign institutional investors
(FIIs) and better supervision.
However, the reform package has little impact on the performance of commercial banks. Some of
the practices of banking sector were archaic. Many scheduled commercial banks had large NPA.
During the first phase of the reforms, the surge of the higher profits encouraged by many banks
to divert their funds to the booming stock market which further added to the losses of these
banks. More over, bank loan as a proportion of total domestic financing to the commercial sector
declined from 60 per cent of total finance in 1988-89 to 37 per cent in 1993-94 (IMF, 1995). The
rate of deposit mobilization has reduced. The compulsory capture of bank deposit by the Govt.
through CRR and SLR has been reduced. The accumulation of NPAs continues to serious strain
on the profitability of banks.

Conclusion:

The commercial banks in India are highly responsive organizations relax to public security. They
must continuously ensure better profitability and productivity which is essential for their growth
and viability as also for infusing public confident. The profitability is the most important indicator
of overall financial performance. The level of efficiency is reflected through the bank’s profit figure.
However, the success of the commercial banks to maintain a healthy profit growth notonly depends
on the hardening of interest rate owes its origin to reduction in operational expenses but also rests
on improvement in their assets quality. Therefore, banks in India, at the present stage have to
ensure equilibrium between social banking and profitability and earned a fair return to defend
their survival. Thus, in order to ensure this symmetry the asset quality has to be improved by way
of an appropriate strategy of managing the level of non-performing assets of commercial banks.

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SHAKESPEARE IN INDIA

In Bollywood, Shakespeare has found many admirers who have turned his plays into Bollywood
blockbusters. The cinematic reconstuction of Shakespeare’s dramas made his tragedies even more famous.
His Romeo and Juliet, Macbeth, Othello and many other dramas have been transformed into Bollywood
movies. He uses the most important elements in his dramas.It is his tragedies which are very much heart
touching. A ‘

The adaptation of Shakespeare’s drama Othello into Bollywood movie Omkara by Vishal Bharadwaj
stands for the cultural colonisation of Shakespeare’s work where it is not about adapting a Shakespearean
work to make it understandable to the Indian audience but appropriately use it to present the Indian reality of
caste identity, corrupted electoral politics and gang wars. This movie was a critical and commercial sucess
and won three National Awards.

Habib Faisal’s Ishagzaade is also adapted from Shakespeare’s one of the most famous tragedies-
Romeo and Juliet which was a well crafted and well performed film which just compounded to the exas-
peration about it being such a shamelessly regressive film. The tragedy Romeo and Juliet which was written
in 1597 has inspired not only this movie but also many other Bollywood movies. Some other movies inspired
by Rome and Juliet are Bobby (1973) Ek Duje Ke Liye (1981), Qayamat se Qayamat Tak (1988) and so
on.

The tragedy Hamlet (1603) by Shakespeare inspired the Bollywood movie Haider in 2014 by
Vishal Bharadwaj. It is an Indian crime drama film. Set admist the insurgency hit Kashmir and conflicts of
urban disappearances, the flim revolves around Shahid Kapoor’s character who embarks an a dangerous
jourmey to find his father and ends up getting dragged into the politics ofthe state.

The great tragedy Macbeth written by Shakespeare in1611 has later on been adapted into Bollywood
movie Magbool. The movie had some of the biggest Indian parallel cinestares like Pankaj Kapoor, Irfan
Khan,Tabu, Naseeruddin Shah, Om Puri and Piyush Mishra. Released in the year 2003, the movie was
produced by Boddy Bedi and directed by Vishal Bharadwaj.

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FREEDOM OF THE PRESS AND JOHN MILTON

Areopagitica : :

A speech of John Milton for the Liberty of Unlicenc’d Printing to the Parliament of England isa 1644
prose tract by the English poet, scholar, and author John Milton, opposing licensing and censorship.
Areopagitica is among history’s most influential and impassioned philosophical defences ofthe principle of
the right to freedom of speech and expression.

Today, Aeropagiticais regarded as one ofthe most eloquent defences of press freedom ever written
- and as one of the most influential, because many of its expressed principles have formed the basis for
modern justifications.

Before presenting his argument, Milton defended the very idea of writing a treatise such as Areopagitica.
Milton defends the purpose, holding that to bring forth complaints before the Parliament is a matter of civil
liberty and loyalty because constructive criticism is better than false flattery. He concludes his introduction by
encouraging the Parliament to obey “the voice of reason” and to be “willing to repeal any Act” for the sake of
truth and upright judgement.

Origin of the Licensing System :

Milton begins with historical evidence noting that Ancient Greece and Rome did not adhere to the
practice oflicensing. In some cases, blasphemous writings were burnt and their authors punished, but it was
after production that these texts were rejected rather than prior to it. Milton’s point is that, ifa text is to be
rejected, it should first be “examined, refuted, and condemned™ rather than prohibited before its ideas have
even been expressed. Milton points out that licensing was first constituted by the Catholics with the Inquisi-
tion. This fact appealed to the Parliament’s religious beliefs since it was dominated by Protestants and there
were conflicts between the Protestants and Catholics in England.

The Use of Books and Reading :

Milton precedes his argument by discussing the purpose ofreading. He mentions that Moses, David
and Paul were all learned, which reminded his Protestant audience that being learned involves reading “books
of all sorts.” He argues that this includes even the “bad” or heretical books , because we can learn from the
wrong and discover what is true by considering what is not true. Milton’s point is that God endowed every
person with reason, free will and conscience to judge ideas for themselves, so the ideas in a text should be
rejected by the reader’s own choice and not by a licensing authority. Also, the mind is not corrupted simply
by encountering into false hood.

The Usefulness of the Licensing order :

Milton then argues that the Parliament’s licensing order will fail in its purpose to supress scandalous,
seditious, and libellous books. The order was meant to rectify manners by preventing the spread of an “infec-
tion” caused by bad books. Milton also points out that the Parliament will not protect the ignorant from bad
books by this order, because the books would more likely have been read by the learned any how. Further
more, whatever bad ideas were written can still be taught through word of mouth or otherwise, so “infection”
or corruption is not prevented. Milton’s point is that licensing books cannot possibly prevent societal corrup-
tion, so there is no viable stopping point. Finally, Milton also points out that, if there are even licensors fit for
making these judgements even then the possibility of error in licensing books is still great and the amount of
time that the job would take is impractical.
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The Harmfulness of the licensing order :

Milton argues that licensing is “a dishonour and derogation to the author, to the book, to the previledge
and dignity of learning. This is because many authors will produce a written work with genuinely good
intentions only to have it censored by what amounts to be a subjective arbitrary judgement of the licensor.

Milton also thinks that England needs to be open to truth and understanding which should not be
monopolised by the government’s standards. Faith and knowledge need exercise, but this order will lead to
conformity and laziness. Licensing will hinder discovery of truth by the government’s prejudice because there
will always be more truth to be found that we do not yet know of. Milton thinks that licensing could potentially
hamper God’s plans, since it gives the licensers the power to silence others. :

Conclusion : :

Milton recognises individual right, but he is not completely libertarian init. In Aregpagitica, he argues
that the status quo ante worked best. According to the previous English law, allbooks had at least a printer’s
name (and prefearbly an author’s name) inscribed in them. Under that system, Milton argues, ifany blasphe-
mous or libellous material is published, those books can still be destroyed. Milton seeks a means to ensure
that authors and publishe remain culpable for any “mischievous” or “libellous” work that they produce.
Regardless, Milton certainly is not without remorse for the libellous author, nor does he promote unrestricted
free speech. -

There is not even a single verse which says or means or even remotely suggests that only the male is
capable of or required to acquire knowledge. Prophet Muhammad has categorically asserted -

“A believer never stops the seeking of knowledge till he enters Paradise” -

“Acquiring knowledge is compulsory for every Muslimman and woman.”

Such a great emphasis on seeking knowledge by both man and woman can be better apprieciated in
the light of the philosophy ofknowledge in Islam.

“Only those of his servents who are learned truly fear God.” (Al-Quaran).

“God brought you out of the womb of your mother knowing nothing but gave you the faculties of
hearing, sight and perception. Would you not thank him?” (Al-Quaran)

“O my Lord, advance me in knowledge.” (Al-Quaran)

These verses possess far greater strength and incentives than any other declaration to stimulate men

and women to acquire more and more knowledge. In the early period of Islamic history women were equally
regarded for their scholarly status.

It was for this reason that during the later half of the nineteenth century when the modem reformist
movements started in the Muslim world, change in the status of women was among the foremost objectives
of the reformers. In 1899, one of the Egyption followers of Mufti Muhammad Abdul Qasim Amin (1865-
1908) wrote a small treatise on the emancipation of women. He pointed out that the decay of a Muslim
civilization was not a result of a natural cause, it was the result of the disappearance of social insititutions
which, in his opinion had given, early Islam so much glory and prosperity.
