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Globalization and its' impacts on culture

Globalization is a major impact in the world. The meaning of globalization is to open up
the barriers and unrestricted but constrained relation among the countries. The countries of the
globe are controlling and adopting some international acts and organizations by legal process.
This globalization method is an attempt to cut offthe destructive competitions among the coun
tries. It tries to make a unanimous structure as well as mutual protection. Globalization as a
method emerged in the western countries especially among the European countries and in America
since seventeenth century onwards by mobilizing more individual freedom. The western coun
tries supported unrestricted power and freedom of each person for the sake of more develop
ment according to ones' own capacity. Their view is-if every person is allowed more power, then
they can contribute more to the development of a society and country. Thus, it is said and empha
sized that progress of each individual is the progress of society.

Therefore, the western countries supported and later on they accepted it as a political
ideolo^ which is known as liberalization, privatization and globalization. Though, it is a form of
capitalism where people can do according to their own interest and capability, this has expanded
the responsibility of every person but curtailed the burden of the state. Thus, the issue of self
dependence is more emphasized. The countries are responsible to come under globalization
because they have no so much capital for all round development. The mutual co-operation may
increase growth rate and in the mean time, the idea of capital generation is extended and empha
sized to protect the global interest.

Generally, culture is meant as the faith and practices of some customs, traditions, con
ventions, rituals and different social functions which have been followed as some social norms
since unknown times. These are different in every society and places because in the process of
historical evolution different cultures have been seen separately. So, cultural diversity is a com
mon and natural factor. The issue of discussion in this article is that though we have distinct
culture but due to globahzation the culture of small societies are now in danger of swallowed.The
UNESCO has therefore given importance to the protection and formation of identity of diverse
cultural affinities.It is called preservation ofnatural entity and any element should not be omit
ted. On the other hand, globalization has greatly influenced the cultural practices aroimd the
world. It is seen that the people have left their own culture on the practice and pressure of domi
nant or global culture accordingly. The western cultures have especially dominated the whole
world. These may be identified as the dominance of western languages, art and literature, clothes,
food habits, social norms and etc. The English language is going to be lingua-franca among the
people in the world. The most of the countries have accepted English as the main language for
educational and official purposes.

This decision is normally positive in acceptance of English in some cases but it has threat-
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ened the identity of small languages. At first, it is clear that ifpeople learn and practice English
they may come into contact easily with the world community. This is the process of globaliza
tion by which we are going to be close to each other. But, on the other hand the practice and
preaching of own language has been decreasing. The languages of small communities have less
literature and writings than in english. Generally, the people of third world countries think that

the small and endangered languages have less scope. Therefore, most ofthe languages and cul
tural entities are now not available.

The different communities do not like to use their traditional clothes in contemporary
times. Their view is that their own clothes and designs are not compatible and comfortable. This
is a complex competition in the world class clothes and designs. That is why they prefer to use
the clothes designed especially by the western culture and countries. They have no intension to
protect their own culture using traditional clothes. Thus, most of people have chosen to select
and use the western clothes like t-shirts, jeans etc in place oftheir own traditional clothes. It has
turned down the sense oftraditionalism into globaUzation. This has snatched away our jobs and
capital. The idea of swaraj of self power has thus gone away abroad. We have forgotten our small
professions which have been followed since long. It is a kind of tragedy not joy.

We can't deny the process of globalization in recent days because no country can live
alone in this world and avoid the international conditions.We have to obey and follow these
global norms. The genuine topic is that we should try to be competitive among the countries for
better participation and benefit in trade and commerce relations, cultural exchange, language
etc. Otherwise, the existence of small countries and cultures may be omitted forever from this
world. We also should not forget our own culture because in assimilation of small and big, unity
in diversity may be established. Our view is to get and occupy a small position among the domi
nant cultures rather than to simply follow. Thus, the real benefit of globalization should be enter
tained.

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On a different space, one ofmy friends has beenjust laid from her job. She is discussing with me
over the phone,as I get ready for work, how difficult it is to get ajob in the corporate sector, e^ecially one
who has recently been laid off and has also entered the wedlock. She also kept complaining how freshers,
especially the girls, were ready to work for one-third of the salary she received, I try to consoleher how the
experienced people are always in demand. But somehow my consolations sounded hollow even to my own
ears. Luckily, our conversation then moved from the job sector to the impending marriages of our batcbmates,
took a turn at recent lipstick shades released by Mac and we ended with a discussion on weight-loss, a goal
both of us have been trying to achieve for last five years. After I disconnected the phone, I couldnot help but
go back to a common conversation we used to have till she lost her job. It was a regular affair ofhers to
complain about the married women or women with children who had an easy time in her office as they didn't
have or were not given serious work as compared to the single women who had to slog all day in the office.
She said this was a matter that the single women often complained about to their boss in their office and
especially how one single woman like her was easily doing the work of two married women. She also used to
tell me how married women didn't deserve any promotion. She lost herjob 45 days after her marriage.

Some of the stories I heard as a child are still fresh in my memory though their significance has
changed.In some of the stories, there would be some common characters- a king and his two queens. The
two queens ofthe king-."lagi" and "elagi" where "lagi" would be the good woman, generous and submissive
while "elagi" would be the one who would be the 'Vamp"-jealous and distrustful Another common thread
would be that "lagi" would have beautiful children, beloved of the king/husband, while "elagi" would either
have no children or would be the mother ofan ugly daughter and hence undesirable to the king/husband.

When we go back to these stories as adults, we feel the creepiness ofit all- the politics of pitting up
women against each other for the favour ofmen. The categorisation ofwomen into mother/non-mother,

women who could give birth to beautiful children or male children/ women who gave birth to ugly children or
female children. When we discuss such categories ofwomen, desirable/undesirable, submissive/vocal, happy/
jealous, we are actually not simply talking about some categories, we are talking about a system, a system
which gave rise to such civil wars amongst women and kept them perpetually at each other's necks. What
helped to construct these categories- is it patriarchy or is it capitalism? We shall look for the solutions later
and for the time being, let us look into some other battlefields.

Let us come to the present day scenario ofthe saas-bahu serials. These soaps are normally and

degradingly considered to be the housewife'sfavourite. The virtual battlefield ofthe women who areconpeting
for the best bahu of the season award. We often see a single lady emerging as the victor who wins the fevour

of ail-especially the men of the house. An often observed demon or witch ofthe house is the ambitious career-
oriented woman who does not pay heed to the emotional shilly-shally, someone who has no time for children
and whose husband drifts away into the arms ofthe 'other'woman. Who is to be blamed here, other than the

woman who could not keep her husband interested? Let us not hurry to any conclusion. Quick generali2ations

have often given shady solutions.
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This reminds me of another incident, the time of the epic event in the current history of India-

demonetization. Sometime after the announcement of demonetization, when people had adjusted to it and

could manage to make jokes on the hardships feced, a range of jokes/troUs/memes were doing rounds csn the

social media- the trolling ofthe Indian housewife. Men, as well as some women, took turns to share jokes on

their timeline hinting about the helplessness ofthe housewife on the fece of demonetization as she has to return/
surrender all her money she has saved by stealing from her husband's pockets. Even if one tries to take it in a
light-hearted manner, as a joke is supposed to be, one is unable to. The joke is a manifestation ofthe people's
assunption ofthe he^jlessness and lack offinancial knowledge ofthehousewife(the above joke meantthat the
housewife didn't even have a bank account). We also come across criticism ofthe housewife as simplybeing
too lazy to make her own living, being unemployable and hence jobless or sinpfy being caricatured as glorified
maids.

Such scenes are everywhere. They are so common that we have normalized them as part of everyday
life, be it in part of real life or the virtual world ofmedia.The dark and underconfident girl in the Fair and
Lovely ad is unable to impress the male interviewer and hence doesn't get the job, her father isn't impressed
with her and wants to marry her off and even roadside Romeos don't take note of her. Then comes her
Messiah-Fair and Lovely, the application ofwhich makes her desirable, confid«it and successful. The issue
here isn't the use offeimess products or that **black is also beautiful". The issue here is the attitude ofthe girl/
model- she wants to win the approval ofthe male gazers, be it the outer beauty of her skin or her inner
confidence. The issue here is similar to the one we have been discussing above- the competition of women
with other women to win the fevour of men. Do we have a female word for souten" or "xotini"? At least not
that I have heard of. We often hear of people citing the example of Helen of Troy and how her beauty was
responsible for men burning down a whole state. What we do not hear of that often is that since a long time,
Agamemnon and Menelaus, the rulers ofthe Greek Empire ofthat timehad been trying to win over the city of
Troy. And it was much befr)re Helen eloped with Paris,- the Prince ofTroy.

The women in a power suit, who works in a multinational company, speaks English, may look quite
liberated when compared to her less fortunate peers. The Corporate employs a large number of women
today but very few could reach the managerial positions. They mostly form a majority ofthe lower salary
package en^loyees. These women are imderpaid and overworked and are often laid at the first chance. They
are paid much lesser than a man would be paid for doing the same job. The Corporate is a product of
capitalism and the only goal of capitalism is to increase profit and expand capital. Such profit making drive
makes a company to aicourage con^tition amongst its employees. Such con5)etitive environment is believed,
by some, to be healthy where the survival ofthe fittest is the only mantra. Though both men and women
equalfy are victims of exploitation, women are more vulnerable to it as work-life balance as a mother/daughter-
in-law/wife becomes too much to handle. Women victimize each other, shit-shame each other to survive this

conqjetition.

All the binaries discussed above- beautifiil/ugly, workmg/housewife, knowledgeable/clueless, good
mother/bad mother, good wdfe/bad wife, fertile/barren and so on are all about women being pitted against
each other. Ifwe take all the terms on the left side ofthe binaries, the terms that we would have her- beautiful,

working, knowledgeable,good mother, good wife, fertile- are desirable qualities in a woman. These qualities
also make her more profitable to men.
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With the visit of Ivanka Trump to India this year, newspapers have been flooded with reports about

why Ivanka's feminismmight actually be phony. Newspapers have sought explanations from her regarding her

garment industries, an issue she never addressed directly. This article is not much interested aboutpassing any

judgment about the sincerity ofIvanka's feminism but what I would like to bring to the notice ofthe reader is
the condition ofthe women working in the garment industry. Some of these women maybe stitching clothes
for Ivanka's fashion brands. This issue did come to light at the time of her visit but could not seoire the
attention ofthe press for more than three days. It is no secret that women working in the garment industry
suffer wrong being grossly underpaid and fece sexual harassment at their workplace. Yet instances are hardly
reported in the press. One ofthe chiefreason for this perpetual suffering, as cited by HuffingtonPost is that the
women workers do not have any dependable workers' union body to address these issue or take up these
matters to the authorities in a stronger ways. In most cases, the victims were left alone to fight for their cause
and hence backed out. The issue that I am trying to address in this article is this- the lack of practical solidarity
amongst women and how this is one of the major reason for the feilure of feminist movements.

When Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels gave the rallying cry '"Workers ofthe world unite! You have
nothing to lose but your chains!" we may happily assume that this cry as not only for the male worksrs but for
the female workers as well. And why is that we should consider those working in fectories or industries or
offices to be workers? Why not those working m the domestic sphere, the women who are not paid in cash
but in "kindness" and love? In the larger context, this ideology should be applicable everywhere, whether or
not one is a worker. The reason I have brought this issue into focus is not that I wish to discuss foe problems
ofworking women, that is an issue which has received a high amoimt of media and academic limelight in the
recenttimes. The issue,as I have already mentioned in the first paragraph, is why female solidarity is irrqjortant
and how this is beneficial not only for the women but would also help in redeeming humanity in general

In this regard it is worth mentioning the recent hatred towards 'feminism' wfoerenot onlymenbut also
women have started abusing other women, sometimes also men, ofbeing feminists or 'femmazis'. Some
women went to the extent of making proud declarations that they are not feminists. Whose approval do they
want? Who benefits from their 'not' being feminists? Looks like the term feminism is in dire need ofbeing
reclaimed. The women who don't want to be feminists ought to know that their being able to voice an opinion
is also a gift of ferniriisrn. Their right to vote, their right to own property, their right to get married to a partner
oftheir choice and their right to enjoy equal privileges as other adult males- all these rights have been earned
by feminist struggles. Even many educated people confuse feminism with female domination over males.
Patriarchy is not simply about male domination, it is about centralization of power, it is about institutionalized
control where the positions of power are generally occupied by males. However, if this position is occupied
by a female it does not indicate that the system has become matriarchal; it simply means that the system has a
female patriarch. A good example would be the dominating mother-in-law often seen in television soaps. A
matriarchal society is about harmony and cooperation, it is about power from within and not above a&in the
case ofpatriarchy.

Let's take a look at the central issue-the central issue of this article and its relevance- the need for

female solidarity. Historically women have been pitted against each other, used as witnesses against each
other, branded as easily seducible and as liars. So where should the battle begin? Should women start the war
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by trying to correct other women or should they take up weapons against the men of the world? A poirt to be

noted here is that it is not only women who have been victims ofpatriarchy, men have also been tar^ts. Every
year a large number of men lose their lives to male violence- a product ofpatriarchy. Why should we limit

ourselves to men and women when feminism calls for equal representation of all genders, be it male, female or

the third gender?

Patriarchal set up has had a negative impact on the development of a nation. Such a set up calls for

higher expenditure on arms and ammunition with threats and counter-threats of warfere. There is more enphasis
on dogmatic views and regressive fundamentalism and infringements on aperson's liberty. There is no question

of equality here as patriarchy is about power being concentrated on one or on a few. Such setups are dictatorial
and suppress dissenting voices with firm hands. It is female solidarity that can shatter patriarchy and take the

nation on a path ofdevelopment; a development that would not onfy benefit all but would also be sustainable.

Inherent jealousy in women is a myth. Women are not jealous by nature as some of us like to say. Ifone asks
why two bulls fight till death in the bullfighting arena though they definitely do not have any pre-existing enmity
against each other, then should one conclude that it is the natme ofall bulls to hate each other? Or should we

question the pre-existing conditions in which the bull has been raised? Animals do fight for territcffy but why
would a bull fight for the arena?

While attending a lecture by Professor Thomas Waugh of Concordia University, I had the privilege of
viewing a documentary byShohiniGhosh named Tales ofthe Night Fairies. It is a documentary on the sex

workers ofKolkata city. But this documentary was not about the pathetic condition ofthe women in this
profession. It was a work on the rise ofthese women, also some men and some members ofthe third gender
community, from pathetic situations. It is a work on how when women have joined hands together, theyhave
been able to defeat even brutal criminal as well as state forces. The documentary talks about the thousands of

sex workers who constituted the DMSC (Durbar MahilaSamanwaya Committee) and their fight for the
decriminalization of adult sex work and the right ofthe sex workers to form labour unions. I don't intend to
take any moral stand here and not in any of my arguments. Morality is a relative term and isn't the issue here,
I have only tried to cite instances, instances, when seen together, may help in understanding some patterns.
However, the documentary does contain a lot ofhappy faces. Happy to be able togive a fight.Happy to be
able to fight back.
